From the Pastor’s Desk

My brothers and sisters in the Christ Jesus,

We connect ourselves to the merciful God and continue praying for our loved ones
who have gone to their rest during this month of November. Recently, the
Congregation for the Doctrine of the Faith gave an instruction Ad resurgendum cun
Christoregarding the burial of the deceased and the conservation of the ashes in the
case of cremation. | wish to share with you some highpoints below.
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The document: A d resur gendymr “To vise with IChrist”s dtates that while
cremation “is not prohibited” the Church “continues to prefer the practice of burying the bodies
of the deceased, because this shows a greater esteem towards the deceased.”

The document explains that after “legitimate motives” for cremation have been ascertained, the
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goes on to state that is not permitted to keep the ashes in a home or to scatter them “in the air,
on land, at sea or in some other way, nor may they be preserved in mementos, pieces of jewelry
or other objects.” As the document explains, “by burying the bodies of the faithful, the Church
confirms her faith in the resurrection of the body, and intends to show the great dignity of the
human body as an integral part of the human person whose body forms part of their identity.”
“She cannot, therefore, condone attitudes or permit rites that involve erroneous ideas about
death, such as considering death as the definitive annihilation of the person, or the moment of
fusion with Mother Nature or the universe.” Rather, burial in a cemetery or another sacred
place “adequately corresponds to the piety and respect owed to the bodies of the faithful
departed who through Baptism have become temples of the Holy Spirit and in which ‘as
instruments and vessels the Spirit has carried out so many good works.”” The instruction
emphasized that “following the most ancient Christian tradition, the Church insistently
recommends that the bodies of the deceased be buried.”
The Vatican document highlighted several other reasons for the importance of the burial of the
dead, including that the Church considers burying the dead to be one of the corporal works of
mercy.

“From the earliest times, Christians have desired that the faithful departed become the objects
of the Christian community’s prayers and remembrance. Their tombs have become places of
prayer, remembrance and reflection,” it stated. By reserving the ashes of the deceased in a
sacred place, we can be assured that they are not excluded from the prayers of their family and
the Christian community, it continued, as well as provide a more permanent marker for
posterity, especially after the immediately subsequent generation has passed away. “We are
Catholics ... and we must try to understand all elements of our life in the sense of the Christian
faith,” Cardinal Miiller said.

“We believe in the resurrection of Jesus Christ our Lord and also we have the hope for our
resurrection of our body... And therefore the big tradition as Christians has always been burial.”
