What is Holy Innocents? 

Celebrated on December 28? 

(Patron of Choirboys) 

To the male children of two years and under 

that were killed in Bethlehem and its borders by 

order of King Herod, Sts. Irenaeus, Augustine, 

and other early Fathers give the title of Martyrs, 

and as such they have been commemorated 

from the 1
st
 century and honored in the liturgy 

of the Church.  In the Western Churches, the 

Mass of the Holy Innocents is celebrated like 

those of Advent  and Lent. without festal 

chants.   These innocent victims gave testimony 

to the Messiah and Redeemer, not by words but 

by their blood.  They triumphed over the world 

and won their crown without   having 

experienced the evils of the world, the flesh, 

and the devil. 
 

Symbols of Holy Innocents are: Lily 
buds, sword, palms, hoops and halos.

The story of the Jesse tree  
Or rather its inspiration -comes from 

Isaiah’s prophecy, “There shall come 
forth a shoot from the stump of 
Jesse” (Isiah 11:1).  Jesse is King 
David’s father and so an ancestor of 
Jesus (“of the House of David”).  
Tradition has taken Isaiah’s 
suggestion of Jesus’ “family tree” and 
decorated it with ornaments or 
pictures representing various 
ancestors   (like Noah, Jacob, Moses, 
Ruth, Jesse himself; and David.  
Jesus’ spiritual heritage is thus 
Illustrated and celebrated.  

 
       Symbols of Christmas are: Crib, 
star, interlocked circles, tree, lambs, 
shepherds, dove, hand of God.
