It is not a matter of only thinking about the sins committed, but much more: it is 
the invitation to confess our sins before God and before the community, before 
our brothers and sisters, with humility and sincerity, like the tax collector at the 
Temple.  If the Eucharist truly renders present the Paschal Mystery, meaning
